Bedford Purlieus – 13th July 2025
On 13th July, nine members visited the northern half of Bedford Purlieus, led by Peter Lake.   A good range of woodland and grassland plant species (46 plants plus grasses and sedges) were recorded, including numerous plants of Broad-leaved Helleborine; although the drought conditions meant that few had been able to produce good flower spikes.  The highlight, however, was a patch of the locally-rare Narrow-leaved Birdsfoot Trefoil which was found on the eastern edge of the wood. In addition, 16 butterfly species, 7 moth species and  10 dragonfly species were recorded.
